1) Registering on Armynet  

First go to the Armynet site at www.armynet.mod.uk, the page below should appear.

Armynet username and 

password you will need to 

register.  

To register, click on the link 

on óNew accounts can be 

created hereô.  

 

 

 

 

 

Next a pop up window 

will appear, select the 

first option (óI am a 

member of the British

Read through and familiarise yourself with the Privacy and Security Notice on the next page 

and then click óI agree with these Terms and Conditionsô to continue.   

This will bring you to the Forces Gateway Account Registration, see below.

Your service number should start with 300 if you joined the OTC after 2008.   

For blood group just put A Positive if you donôt know it (there is no record of your blood 

group in the Army records as you did not have a blood test in your medicals).   

Please ensure you follow the instructions carefully concerning your Password and 

Memorable Word. 

When you are ready just click Register.

The new site contains a home page with links, latest news and hyperlinks. To the right there 

are quick links to new events divided into important messages and upcoming exercises.  

To browse the site simply click on any of the links found on the top bar or down the left hand 

side.

4) How to check your inbox  

To access your email click on the email icon in the top right hand corner.   

Forwarding emails to another mailbox:  

It might be easier to forward emails from your Armynet mailbox directly to another email 

address (such as a University or personal email address) to save you having to log into 

Armynet every time you want to check your inbox.  

First click on My Settings in the top right hand corner. Now click on My Email.

Scroll down to the bottom and fill in the details of the email address you wish to forward mail 

to remembering to select the box next to it before clicking Save this Page.
